Here are the examples in ASCII.  I'll give each a unique number so we can 
refer to them more easily.  My comments are at the end.

Option 1:  The apostrophe does not terminate the capital word indicator.

Category CS: single capital S follows the apostrophe.

My comments:

When I have given alternates, I've given what I think is the most likely 
method first based on our discussions in Committee 6 (rules).

I agree with Joe that the examples in the CS category most likely occurred 
in a capitalized passage.  With the exception of "IT'S" they are all 
possessives so must be followed by something which was probably also in 
capitals.

The C1 and CM categories would most likely also occur in a capitalized 
passage but may occasionally occur on their own.

I think the LS category is the most commonly occuring group and should be 
given the most weight in the committee's deliberations.  But the other 
issue with this group is that under current EBAE rules the apostrophe must 
be inserted even if there isn't one in print.  Am I correct that Eileen 
searched braille files for this sample?  I think in print there would often 
not be an apostrophe, e.g. four CDs, but CD's label.  So this sample may be 
somewhat inflated in numbers.

I only slightly prefer Option 2.  As time has passed since our original 
discussions in Committee 6, I find my position has become less 
certain.  But I would still rather insert capitals after the apostrophe in 
the few occasions it would be required than have to use the terminator with 
the apostrophe.

I hope these examples help.
